Targets can be
heard and observed at distances of up to 30 feet
in total darkness.

Much longer distances can be achieved in
daylight or low light situations.

The small diameter camera housing can be
placed through small
openings to view
enclosed areas
such as attics,
crawl ways,
stair wells,
under floor
spaces, and
HVAC ducting. The
remotely controlled,
articulating camera head moves from left to
right over 180°. The camera head is part of a
telescoping probe that can be extended into the
viewing area while at the same time protecting
the operator from a hostile environment.

The display
can be completely removed from the
probe and extended over 30 feet away
using the optional extension cables.
The highly sensitive audio surveillance
component can pick up a whisper
from across a room. The auxiliary
multipurpose port provides power and
video output for optional accessories;
remote monitor (wired), recording
cable, and the heads up display.

Concentrate On The Task At Hand
On screen system status graphics
ensure that the operator can
monitor the system without
diverting either sight or attention
from the surveillance task.  Graphic
symbols and bar graphs indicate
the position of the camera head, the
relative gain on the surveillance
microphone, the status of the
illumination, the activation of the
push to talk, and the battery reserve

level.  Most important in video search is knowing the orientation of the
camera, knowing where you are looking.  The camera head positioning is
indicated via a bar graph at the bottom of the screen.  Movement of the
camera head and the relative position from center are indicated in 15°
increments; thereby, facilitating the operator’s mental orientation of
where the camera is pointing during a search.  Flashing symbols indicate
when the camera head has reached the articulating limits (left and right).
Orientation is assisted by an automatic stop at center when panning the
camera head; the articulation switch must be released and then
depressed again to move past center position.  The camera head
automatically returns to center when the system is turned off; thereby,
facilitating the extraction of the system from small insertion ports. In
addition to articulation, the camera head can be rotated for correct
image orientation when the system is used in a vertical application.

Acoustical
Surveillance
Sound is an important element
in the assessment of a critical
situation. Acoustical search /
surveillance are facilitated via the noise attenuating
headphones with boom microphone and the integrated
miniature search microphone and speaker housed in the
camera head. The highly sensitive microphone with
variable gain amplification can detect a whisper from
across a room or breathing sounds from a distance of a few
feet. The headphones provide clear audio output under
high noise conditions.
